CHART SUMMARY

Local and/or State police were present at ALL raids. Animal
Control and Special Units (i.e. Gang Unit, Narcotics, FBI, etc.)
were often present, though always in collaboration with the
police detectives.

Many raids involved substantial arrests and dog seizures, indi-
cating the necessity of a well-coordinated, multi-agency pro-
gram.

Significant amounts of money are typically seized during the
raids, which is indicative of the corresponding organized
illegal gambling.

Virtually all the raids involved the discovery and seizure of
considerable amounts of illegal drugs for distribution; many
raids uncovered production facilities, and led to the arrests of
major producers and distributors.

The frequently documented presence of weapons at dog-fights
demonstrates the magnitude of violence, and the importance of
having armed and experienced response teams.

Where appropriate, other assets are often seized during the
dog-fighting raids, and seizures may be especially significant
where drugs and gambling are present, as they generally are.
